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MAKING AN APPLICATION FOR FUNDING FROM THE CLEVELAND SCIENTIFIC INSTITUTION

CRITERIA, GUIDANCE NOTES AND REQUIREMENTS

INTRODUCTION

The Cleveland Scientific Institution (CSI) awards funding for STEM activities to be undertaken by organisations in the Tees Valley. We welcome applications from organisations for projects and activities which fit with our criteria for awards. 
We undertake to consider all Applications fairly, based on the information provided. The applications are considered first by people who have been given this responsibility who make a recommendation to the CSI Council. The recommendation is then considered by the CSI Council and the final decision is made. Once the decision is made, this will be communicated to the Applicant.
MAKING AN APPLICATION

Applications may be made on our official Application Form. Please fill in the form comprehensively and with as much detail as possible to describe your application and the project for which you will use the funding. We will be delighted to discuss potential applications if you would like to contact us before you submit your application.
Once you have submitted an application form, you may be contacted if further information is needed before the decision is made.

There are specific criteria that we have to consider in our review of the Application. These are explained below.
CRITERIA FOR AWARD OF FUNDING

The essential criteria are governed by the CSI organisation’s objectives and we have to comply with these as part of our organisation’s rules. The remaining criteria have been developed by the Council so that we can fund as wide a range of projects and support as many people as possible with the funding that we have available.

Essential Criteria

1. There must be sufficient funding available within the CSI budget at the time of the application for the funding to be given. We support several projects each year and there is a limited budget which is dependent upon available funds. 

2. The application must be for STEM activities.

3. The activities must benefit people within the Tees Valley area (see map).

4. The application must state how the monies will be spent and list any equipment or items to be purchased.
5. The application must provide all information required on the Application Form.

Desirable Criteria

6. CSI must not be the sole funder of the activity.
7. We would like there to be a reasonable proportion of matched funding either in money or in time. Information of the match-funding, either in kind or in money terms has to be submitted to CSI as part of the application.
8. There must be industrial involvement wherever possible.

9. Only in very exceptional circumstances, will we consider applications to part-fund the salaries of employees and consultants and only if other sponsors from industry etc are also involved in providing funding. This is because the CSI is a charity and we do not want to commit to funding upon which people’s employment is based. We will expect any organisation to which we support the funding of salaries to seek alternative sponsors in future years (rather than repeated future applications).

GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS
1. The amount requested and the number of people a project potentially benefits. The number of participants who will carry out the activity. We prefer applications to involve as many students and teachers possible.

2. The funding requested should be a reasonable proportion of the total available funding within the current financial year of the CSI. This is because we try to share the funding between a number of applicants each year.

3. New projects are considered before repeated ones unless there are insufficient applications and the repeat project applications still meet the criteria. 
4. Reports and evaluations must be done on a regular basis and submitted to CSI.
CONDITIONS OF FUNDING
We have some requirements that are conditions of being awarded funding. These enable us to keep proper accounts relating to awards we make and also provide us with reports and updates of the activities undertaken. 
1 The Applicant must agree to display the CSI logo on any publicity related to the project funded and acknowledge the CSI’s contribution.

2 A condition of funding being provided is that the organisation provides the CSI with a report of the activity, the attendees, the learning outcome and the results of the funding given.

3 Receipts for any equipment, goods or services must be provided.

4 CSI must be informed if any funds cannot be used or are no longer required to ascertain whether it should be returned to the CSI.

5 CSI must be informed if any equipment or goods purchased with the CSI funds but which will no longer be used by the applicant. Its return can then be arranged so that it can be used by another applicant. 

6 Any conditions on funding must be unequivocal and clear to the Applicant. A check is carried out to ensure that those conditions have been met.
7 CSI provides opportunities to organisations for STEM activities and it is expected that the projects will be sustainable and open to participants on an equal opportunities basis.
We welcome applicants that have been awarded funds to come and present to the CSI at our Council meetings on completion of the Project if possible so that we see the outcomes of the Projects. This helps us to improve the way we work and how we engage with Applicants.
